a. 	Essential Question:  How can satire be used to get ‘the point’ across? 
b. 	 Rationale: Satire is an important and present literary device in literature and everyday life. SW learn how authors can use satire to explore social and political issues. SW also learn how satirical writing can be used as an effective way to communicate a serious point.

After charting properties of satire, SW defend satire as a literary device in Swift’s Gulliver's Travels by identifying & citing textual evidence from GT Book IV.
